Garden Journal Project 
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· Supplies:
· Brother sewing and embroidery machine

· Embroidery thread
· Stabilizer, 5 x 5 “  felt square
· 6 x 6” square of contrasting fabric for embroidered square

· 4 x4 embroidery hoop (comes with machine)

· Notebook
· Fabric cover for notebook2 rectangular fabric pieces- size determined by size of notebook[image: image2.png]



· 3 inches longer then the width of book when open and lying flat

· 1 inch greater than height of book

· Pinking shears (optional) [image: image3.jpg]



· Functions used: 
· Sewing
· Turn under (1/4”) the 4 short edges of fabric  that the long edge of the book will slide into and sew with a straight stitch

· With right sides of fabric facing each other sew the long edges together with a ½” seam.

· Embroidery for the appliqué shown above: 
· Embroidery motif

· Select pattern 23/70. Embroider. 

· Lettering

· Select lettering style.

· Type “My Garden”. Use the Adustment/layout icon to move the lettering for embroidering just above the motif. Embroider.

· Return to selecting Lettering style and repeat this process but add “Journal”. Embroider.

· Frame patterns
· Select pattern 2/10 (square), Edge finish5 (scalloped edge). Use the Adjustment icon to enlarge the frame pattern to 3.51 x 3.51”. Embroider.

· Select pattern 2/10 (square), straight stitch(10).  Use the Adjustment icon to enlarge the frame pattern to 3.91 x3.91”. Embroider.

· Instructions

Following the instructions in the manual that comes with the SE350 you can quickly and easily create this embroidery appliqué.  
· Using the 4 x4” hoop, place the 5 x5” piece of fabric in the hoop. Slide a piece of  felt to add “loft” to the appliqué under the hoop when it is attached to the machine.
· Following the order listed above (Motif, lettering, frame patterns) embroider your designs.
· Upon completion, remove from hoop. Use pinking shears to trim close to straight stitch.

· Place appliqué on sewn notebook cover and using the centered straight stitch, sew the appliqué to the cover.  We followed the straight edge of the scalloped frame.  
Time to create: less than one hour

Cost to create: less than $5.00
