Machine Embroidery on Pile Fabric                                         intermediate level


Goal:
Improve the presentation of machine embroidery on piled fabrics[image: image1.jpg]





Technique:
Make an appliqué patch

Machine:
Automatic embroidery machine with built-in frame patterns

Sewing Supplies:



Garment or towel with medium pile

Embroidery thread

Temporary Fabric Spray adhesive



Stabilizer- cut away for the back, water soluble for the top


Scissors

Great places to use this technique….towels, back packs, sweatshirts, sweaters, polar fleece

1. Choose your main fabric or garment and then choose a complimentary fabric to embroider your design on. 

2. Select a design that you would like to embroider and note the finished size, this will determine the size of the appliqué that it will be put on.

3.  Put the complimentary fabric in the machine embroidery hoop and embroider your design.

4.  With the fabric still in the hoop go back and select a frame pattern and choose the straight stitch. You can use the sizing feature on the machine so that the frame is larger than the motif.  Note the size of the frame you have selected.  Embroider.  Take the fabric out of the hoop.

5. Put the base fabric in the hoop.  To create a placement outline, embroider the same frame again. 
6. Choose the same frame shape, but this time select the satin stitch for the outline being sure to adjust the size to match the straight stitching.  If you can’t quite do that, now is the time to get creative and consider combining two different frame patterns doing the larger one first and then the smaller one.

7. Prepare to embroider by placing a piece of topper stabilizer on top of the towel.  Topper can be water soluble or heat away stabilizer. To avoid having the embroidery presser foot become caught on the topper, anchor the topper with a light coating of spray adhesive.  Embroider. Tear away the excess stabilizer on top and bottom of towel.  

Tips and Tricks:


· If your embroidery machine has the Embroidery Edit feature you will want to organize your designs here so that you can save the settings.

· If you are going to be doing quite a bit of embroidery you should have more than one hoop to speed up the process.

DON’T HAVE AN AUTOMATIC EMBROIDERY MACHINE WITH THIS FEATURE…

· Use Bridal tulle to enhance the design, the color of the tulle does not have to match exactly. [image: image2.jpg]



· Place your fabric in the embroidery hoop and lay the tulle over the area that will be embroidered (before placing, spray the tulle with temporary fabric adhesive to secure it to the hooped fabric)

· This technique works great for openwork designs that have a solid outline as well!

· Try not to select designs that do not have a clean outline or that have separate color regions, such as a bouquet of flowers as it will be hard to clean up the tulle in the areas that are separate from the others.
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
